VP Reports:

District:  J. Osborne reported that the district is in a soft-hiring freeze which means only certain key positions will be moving forward for hire pending the budget approval. Employment Services is anticipating the application process being fully online by January 2009.
Grossmont: Pat Murray invited Grossmont classified to the upcoming Planning & Budget Committee meeting.  She also added that Public Safety is cracking down on those employees who do not have a “permit placard”. She added that Grossmont College is receiving pressure from the surrounding neighborhoods for those parking off-campus and walking to work. JacQ Osborne added that Public Safety will be ticketing vehicles that are in violation starting October 26th. Lynne Davidson explained further that some employees were going out to lunch and then coming back to the campus to park.  A special permit has been given to those employees who qualify for early arrival/early departure.  Julio Soto added that it has been a collective effort on the part of the Grossmont President Sunny Cooke, Tim Flood and administrators and to be sure and reiterate the importance of the “Student First” campaign to our constituency group. 

Sharron Hamlett asked what the procedure would be for those from Cuyamaca College that need to attend meetings at Grossmont.  The District group indicated that she could check with either Tim Flood or Alba Orr to ask for a “special” permit.  JacQ Osborne also indicated then when Employment Services is interviewing they can issue parking permits to the candidates.

The subcommittee has updated two committee updates: Basic Skills Committee and College Facilities Master Plan Council (CFMC).
